Azrael (Hebrew: עזראל‎; Arabic: Izrāīl) is often identified with the Archangel of Death in Hebrew, as well as Islam. The Qur'an never uses this name, rather referring to Malak al-Maut (which translates directly as Angel of Death).

Who is the destroyer? Azrael....he is His execution agent-helper! Opposed to all the murderer has planned!

In the New Testament Book of Revelation, an angel called Abaddon is described as the king of an army of locusts; his name is first transcribed in Greek (Revelation 9:11—"whose name in Hebrew is Abaddon" (Ἀβαδδὼν)), and then translated ("which in Greek means the Destroyer" (Ἀπολλύων, Apollyon)). He has his soldiers under his command.

Chazon 9:1-11 And they had a melech over them, who is the malach of the bottomless pit, whose name in Ivrit is Avaddon, but in the Greek tongue his name is Apolluon.   He has the key from YHWH! This not the murderer.

The Passover "Angel of Death", a destroying angel commonly described as the deliverer of the tenth plague in the Book of Exodus. Destroying angel over other destroying angels, named and unnamed, in the Bible.

Mastema is an angel who persecutes evil in Jewish mythology. He carries out punishments for God. He tempts humans and tests their faith. In the Zadokite Fragments and the Dead Sea Scrolls.

 His name is also listed as Arazyal and Asaradel in some 1 Enoch translations,[3] the name being a combination of sa'ar and 'El.' In this same book, Saraqael (communicants of God) is one of the holy angels, who watch over the spirits that sin in the spirit, and Suryal is one of the angels who look upon the bloodshed on Earth, along with Gabriel, Michael, Raphael and Uriel.
In the book of 2 Enoch he is listed, with the name of Samuil or Sariel, as one of the angels that brought Enoch to heaven.[3]
