Hebrew-Zachor-Greek mimnéskó: to remind, remember, recall, mention.
Wayiqra 23: And  spoke to Moshe, saying, 
24 Speak to the children of Yisrael, saying, In the seventh month, on the first yom of the month, you shall have a Shabbaton, a remembrance of blowing of shofar blasts, a miqra kodesh. 
25 You shall do no laborious work on it: but you shall offer an offering made by fire to .
